Classroom Funding Application Guidelines

The mission of the Coldwater Community Schools Foundation (CCSF) is to support programs and initiatives that promote excellence in education and high achievement for all Coldwater students.

Award Amounts: up to $1,500

Who Can Apply:  Teachers and students (with teacher approval) in Young Fives through high school classrooms (individual or as a group) in Coldwater Community Schools are eligible to request funding.
How to Apply: Applications can be found on the CCSF webpage at cwcsf.org. 

Eligible Projects:  Academic enrichment / enhancement within classrooms or for a group of classrooms that join together for a specific program. We are looking for projects that will give students experiences they would not normally get in the classroom or that would maximize the impact of the curriculum on the greatest number of students. We are especially interested in projects proposed by students that they believe will enhance their classroom learning experiences.
Examples of Funded Projects:  
2005 - Lakeland & Larsen $1000 for the purchasing of four web cams and other materials needed to be used in their classrooms for communication between the buildings. 
2007 – CHS $500 purchase of an audio mixing board, a noise canceling headset/microphone, a digital camera with video recording and Adobe Premiere Elements software
2008 – Legg Middle School $250 Social Studies purchased a classroom set of Sidney Finkel’s book Sevek and the Holocaust – The Boy Who Refused to Die, along with an additional grant which paid to bring Sidney Finkel to Coldwater to tell his story. 

2008 - Elementary Art dept. $500 to bring an enriching “Traveling Exhibit” for our students in grades K-5 in all four elementary buildings. Students will be captivated by the emotion in the paintings of Vincent Van Gogh.
Not Eligible: Cost of regular supplies/activities intended to be covered with tax dollars.
How to Submit: Classroom Funding Applications may be submitted in hard copy or in electronic form to Jacqui Lyon at the Administration Building 175 S. Michigan Ave. Coldwater or by email at lyonjg@coldwaterschools.org.

Deadline: Applications must be received by December 16th, 2011 (BEFORE YOU LEAVE FOR THE HOLIDAYS!)
Review Process:  All applications reviewed and funding recommend by a committee of the Coldwater Community Schools Foundation.  The committee will be comprised of parents and other local community members. 

Award Notification:  Recipients will be notified by Monday, January 8th.  Funding must be used by the end of the 2011-12 school year or returned to Coldwater Community Schools.

Evaluation: Grant recipients agree to send a short report/outcome statement of a single page of text or less including an itemized expense sheet, with receipts, showing the use for all grant funds within 3 months of the completion of their grant project/purchase.
